The Eternal God has revealed and offered himself to the world and to 
us in the Divine Savior. So that we might receive by faith, what He made 
possible by His atoning blood He gave us this tangible divine testament:  

 “The Eternal God, the Savior, in the night 
When He was betrayed, He took bread, 

And after giving thanks, He broke and said,  

‘This, my body is in behalf of you.  
Do this in memory of me!’ 

Likewise the cup: After supper, He said, 

‘This, the cup, the New Testament is by means of my blood. 
Do this in memory of me, whenever you may drink!’” 

(1 Corinthians 11: 23-25)

14. Post Distribution Statement: Leader 

What we just did corporately, anyone may do anywhere, anytime in 
whole or in part. In doing so we are (1) Conforming to God and the 
Divine Savior’s Will and Testament; (2) Our personal reconciliation with 
the Eternal God becomes a reality; (3) We are reconciled and make 
peace with all participants; (4) We show and tell the world how, in 
Christ, people are reconciled, renewed and restored to the Eternal God. 
 

15. Concluding Prayer, Commissioning and Blessing: Public and Leader 

We thank you, Divine Savior, for shedding your blood, for suffering 
and dying on behalf of us that by virtue of your death and resurrection 
we are reconciled to the Father, restored as Children of God, heirs of 
Your Kingdom, and thanks to the Holy Spirit, we now live in your 
presence to the glory of God, the Father, now and in  eternity. Amen!

Therefore, 
wherever you are, teach all nations by continuously baptizing them into 
the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, and by 
teaching them to observe everything that I told you.
